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TRANSPORT CANADA SAFETY AND SECURITY DANGEROUS GOODS DIVISION NAMES SMART-HOSE AS NEW CANADIAN STANDARD

The Canadian Transportation Department, known as Transport Canada, has issued new regulations under CSA B620. Specifically, Safety Standard CSA B620 has been revised to introduce off-truck remote or passive emergency discharge control systems for highway tanks or portable tanks during offloading of liquefied compressed gases. “Safety standard CSA B620 has been revised to introduce off-truck remote or passive emergency discharge control systems for highway tanks or portable tanks during unloading of liquefied compressed gases. This applies to highway tanks (TC 331) and portable tanks (TC 51), respectively that are used to transport, for example, liquefied petroleum gases (LPG) or anhydrous ammonia, the most common gases transported. “

“The standard calls for new highway tanks or portable tanks to be equipped with these emergency discharge control systems by January 1, 2003. The standard also includes a five-year retrofit period for the installation of these off-truck remote or passive systems on existing tanks consistent with the five-year pressure re-inspection date and introduces acceptable test procedures to test the off-truck emergency shutdown systems. The remote capability introduced in CSA B620 enables operators attending the unloading operation to shut off the flow of product from a location away from the motor vehicle. These remote systems are associated with TC 331 tanks that are in metered delivery service, more commonly referred to as Bobtail units. The passive emergency discharge control equipment (sometimes referred to as a Smart-Hose) is designed to shut down unloading operations without human intervention. These passive systems are found on larger trailer type units.” The complete CSA B620-98 regulations can be found in the CSA Standards. 

“We are pleased to have our technology referenced in the Canadian regulations” said Andy Abrams, President and CEO, Smart-Hose, Inc. “We believe that all hoses used in hazardous applications where damage to the environment, risk to personnel and surrounding communities and excessive liability abound, should have a passive capability to shut off the flow of product in the case of hose separation. This is but another step towards reaching this vision.”
